Ministry in Appalachia takes many forms. But the 

most important part of ministry in Appalachia are the 
relationships that are formed through community.  
This year’s conference will focus on the many ways 
in which ministry is being provided at the grass-roots 
level throughout the Appalachian Region.  In addi-
tion, we will explore some of the advocacy work be-
ing done on both social and environmental fronts. 
The Episcopal Church continues to have a vibrant 
presence in Appalachia. Through the Body of Christ, 
the Church is ministering to the diverse needs of Ap-
palachia through its many programs. 

Workshops 
§ Intentional Communities -Come hear from 

members of two Christian intentional communi-
ties of young adults: Paul Clever from the rural 
Common Friars, and Jonathan Youngman , from 
the urban Jezreel Community. They will share 
their experiences living with committed Christians 
in Appalachian communities of urban and rural 
poverty. Together they are also working on creat-
ing a new religious order in the Episcopal 
Church, the Common Friars, turning 30 this year. 
Paul is the first Episcopal Church Foundation 
Fellow awarded for work related to sustainability. 

§ After School Programs; Ending the Cycle 
of Poverty - The cycle of poverty is something 

that is an ongoing issue in much of our Appala-
chian region. Mr. Harry Chase , from the Diocese 
of East Tennessee will talk about his efforts in 
Campbell Co., TN to end the cycles of poverty 
through the establishment of Maple Tree Learn-

ing Center, a day care center established to 
reach out to lower income families in this Appala-
chian region of Tennessee. 

§ Community Organizing/Advocacy  -  Ad-

vocacy - "The pursuit of influencing outcomes 
that directly affect people's lives."  How can your 
church become an advocate in your commu-
nity? How can your congregation begin to speak 
out for those without a voice or those marginal-
ized in your community?  Join Sherri Schafer , 
Executive Director for Community Lutheran Part-
ners to hear ways your congregation can be-
come more involved through educational pro-
grams such as Just Neighbors and Disaster Pre-
paredness.  

§ Summer Enrichment Camps; Academic Day 
Camps - From Reading Camps to Math Camps, 

Academic Day Camps have become an integral 
part of ministry and outreach in Appalachia. Dr. 
Sonya Armstrong and other volunteers will offer 
information about their ministry in Charleston, 
WV of offering an academic day camp for the 
youth of their community.  Another session will 
be offered in which The Rev. Debbie Gamble 
will give an overview of the Church's relationship 
to education, the rural and urban Reading 
Camps she helped design and lead this past 
summer in Southern Ohio, and help participants 
discern what it takes to sponsor a reading camp 
of their own. 

§ Planning Mission Trips - So you want to plan 

a mission trip to Appalachia...Why?, What? 
Where? The Rev. Gordon Brewer , Executive 
Coordinator of EAM will discuss ideas and issues 
around planning a mission trip to Appalachia.   

§ Interfaith Power and Light - Presented by 

The Rev. Frank Edmands , priest of Trinity 
Church, London, OH.  An environmental scientist 
specializing in marine ecology, he was named a 
Green Faith Fellow in 2008, and serves on the 
board of the Ohio Interfaith Power and Light, as a 
Presenter for the Climate Project, and has 
served on the Leadership Group of Episcopal 
Environmental Network.

He 
earned his MSW from the University of Pittsburgh 
and his doctorate in social work from Ohio State Uni-
versity. His family has lived in eastern Appalachian 
Ohio since the early 1800s, his father was a coal 
miner and he has conducted many presentations on 
Appalachian culture for social workers, teachers, 
child welfare workers, counselors and other profes-
sional groups over the years.
