5. Refrain  from  entering  the  sleeping  areas  used  by  members  of  the  opposite  sex. 

6. Remain  on  the  premises  and  be  present  at  all  scheduled  activities.   

7. Not  possess  or  use  illegal  drugs  or  controlled  substances,  alcohol,  tobacco,  fireworks,  explosives,  firearms,  knives  (including  pocket-­‐‑

knives),  or  weapons  of  any  type.   

 
Failure  to  follow  the  above  agreement  will  be  handled  immediately  by  the  Leadership  Team  and/or  the  Diocesan  Youth  Coordinator.  Possible  conse-­‐‑

quences  may  include  (but  are  not  limited  to)  notification  of  one’s  parents  and/or  clergy  and  being  sent  home  immediately  at  one’s  own  expense  and  

without  refund.
